Here are suggestions: unusual paper, metallic gold leafing pens, glass beads, copper wire, pressed leaves, flowers, string, feathers, etc.                                                                     Papier Maché—fabric scraps (remnants or 1/8 to ¼ of a yard each of interesting fabric with different textures, newspapers, one cup of salt, one package of white flour, masking tape, clean soup cans, and above Mixed Media supplies.  Students may need extra time to work on projects & may attend other classes.
VALENTINE CARDS: (Feb 12) Prang or similar Watercolor Paint set, brushes$2 supply fee, masking tape, paper towels
SCULPEY HEART PINS: (Feb 12) four 2 oz packs or more of Sculpey Clay© & small glass beads; box to carry pins home in. Make sure the clay you purchase feels somewhat soft.

PRISMACOLOR I & II:

•Premier (Soft, fine art quality) Prismacolor Pencils (No Verithins!): 24 set or larger
•kneaded & white erasers
•masking tape

•Copy paper few sheets and a folder to hold handouts

•Sanford Uniball Pen Micro: black, (Wal-mart or Office Depot) 
•Paintbrush: soft make-up brush or soft house painting brush – used is fine 
•Krylon Crystal Clear Acrylic Spray #1303: For parents to spray the final art for protection. 
•#300 Crescent Illustration Board (cold-pressed):  
Prismacolor I: three 8” x 10” boards. Purchase 30”x40” board from Ziegler’s at Admiral and Lewis (store cuts twice into three 10”x40” panels) or Michaels (Store cuts board once into two 10” x 30” panels—teacher will cut remaining boards) OR *purchase precut 8” x 10” boards from teacher for *$1.50 each—please call and let teacher know. 
Prismacolor II: New students will need the above supplies and about 3 – 8” x 10” boards, and/or 11” x 15” board if wanting to draw a larger composition, purchase 30”x40” board from Zieglers—(store will cut one 15”x40” cut), or 20”x30” board from Michaels—(store cuts once into two 15” x 20” panels and then bring to class for teacher to cut into smaller boards.) Or purchase from teacher (*note: above)
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
